Examples 
of back-office tasks include IT 
departments that keep the phones 
and computers running (operations 
architecture), accounting, and human 
resources.

The reason computers use 
the binary system is because digital 
switches inside the computer can only 
be set to either on or off, which are 
represented by a 1 or 0. 



 
19 BIOS 

 
 
Stands for "Basic Input/Output 
System." The BIOS is a program pre-
installed on Windows-based 
computers (not on Macs) that the 
computer uses to start up. 
 
 
 
 

20 Bitmap A bitmap is a map of dots, or bits 
(hence the name), that looks like a 
picture as long you are sitting a 
reasonable distance away from the 
screen. Common bitmap filetypes 
include BMP (the raw bitmap format), 
JPEG, GIF, PICT, PCX, and TIFF. 

21 Blog 
 

Short for "Web Log," this term refers 
to a list of journal entries posted on a 
Web page. Anybody who knows how 
to create and publish a Web page can 
publish their own blog. 
 
 
 
 

22 Bluetooth 
 

This wireless technology enables 
communication between Bluetooth-
compatible devices. It is used for 
short-range connections between 
desktop and laptop computers, PDAs 
(like the Palm Pilot or Handspring 
Visor), digital cameras, scanners, 
cellular phones, and printers.

When you boot a computer, you 
simply turn it on. Likewise, "booting" a 
computer gets it up and running. 
 



24 Broadband 

 

This refers to high-speed data 
transmission in which a single cable 
can carry a large amount of data at 
once. The most common types of 
Internet broadband connections are 
cable modems (which use the same 
connection as cable TV) and DSL 
modems (which use your existing 
phone line). 

25 Browser 
 

A Web browser, often just called a 
"browser," is the program people use 
to access the World Wide Web. It 
interprets HTML code including text, 
images, hypertext links, Javascript, 
and Java applets.

When you "burn a disc," you write 
data on it. The reason the term "burn" 
is used is because the CD-writer, or 
burner, literally burns the data onto a 
writable CD.

Transmission of processes along with 
the associated operational activities 
and responsibilities, to a third party 
with at least a guaranteed equal 
service level and where the client 
contains a firm grip over the (activities 
of the) vendor for mutual long term 
border) BPO activities.
